Network and CIPFA News

CIPFA Service Reporting Code of Practice (SeRCOP) 2020/21: Service
Expenditure Analysis (SEA)

The SEA sets out a framework for reporting local authority service expenditure
and is an important factor in determining and defining the information collected
in CIPFA statistics and government returns. The annual revisions to the SEA are
driven by practitioners who advise the Institute across its network of statistical
working groups, editorial boards and panels.

CIPFA is keen to get feedback on whether the expenditure divisions reflect how
services are delivered and organised in practice, whether the service divisions
provide the basis for robust, reliable, consistent and comparable information,
and whether the number of mandatory and discretionary levels are about right.
Feedback is also welcomed on whether the analysis is well balanced in terms of
the proportion of total costs in each division, and to what extent the current
breakdown helps in benchmarking, policy or value for money analysis?

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CIPFA Pensions Network Briefing Note

The CIPFA Pension Network has today published a Briefing Note to assist
preparers of accounts (both Pension Fund and Employing Body) with the
implications of the recent McCloud judgement on public sector pension
liabilities.

As noted in CIPFA Bulletin 03 (paragraphs 75-78) a ruling has been made
regarding age discrimination arising from public sector pension scheme
transition arrangements. Court of Appeal judgements were made in cases
affecting judges pensions (eg McCloud) and firefighter pensions (eg Sergeant)
which had previously been considered by employment tribunals. The rulings
have implications for the LGPS, Police and Fire schemes since similar reforms
were implemented.

The final situation in terms of employer pension liabilities and financial impact is
not clear, since the government may appeal and any remediation process,
including cost cap considerations, may affect the resolution and financial impact
for entities. Timescales for the resolution of this matter may be lengthy and
outcomes may be challenging for entities to assess and quantify, especially at
Fund or Authority level.

Whole of Government Accounts (WGA) training and support

At the time of writing the WGA Data Collection Tool (DCT) and guidance has not
yet been published. This is expected in the next couple of weeks and will be
available on the GOV.UK website pages.

The training video for 2018/19 has been published and is available to watch on
the HM Treasury’s YouTube page. A live training webinar was recorded on 18
April (which had some technical difficulties with the sound but eventually took
place in the afternoon) and a link to that will be sent out by HM Treasury
shortly.
